ENTRY FEES: Open & Amateur Classes - $20.00
Y outh Classes & PMC Classes - $15.00
PRE-ENTRY SPECIAL COMBOS - Entries MUST be postmarked by 10/20/09 to
qualify for Flat Fees. After the deadline, normal class feeswill apply. Must be same
handler (youth or amateur) and same horse for flat fee combinations.
$100.00 Flat Fee for youth/horse combination - no class limit for open/youth classes.
$100.00 Flat Fee for amateur/horse combination - no class limit for open/amateur classes.
NO ADDED CLASSENTRIESFOR THE CURRENT DAY OF SHOW WILL BE
ACCEPTED AFTER 9AM ON THE MORNING OF THAT PARTICULAR SHOW
DAY. NO EXCEPTIONS!! If you need to add classes, add them the night before or
before 9am!!

STALLS $55.00 (Thursday-Sunday close of Show) - maximum 2 horses per stall). It is
recommended that you use 2 bags of shavings per stall. Stall feeis the same for tack
stalls. Stall cleanings are to be dumped in designated areas ONLY . All horses must be
stalled. NO showing out of trailers. Early arrivals/layovers will be charged $10.00 per
stall per night. If you prepay for 10 stalls by the deadline of 10/20/09, your 11" stall is
freel! Thisonly qualifiesfor stalls prepaid in advance by the deadline.

MEASURING: Measuring will take place on Thursday from 3pm - 6pm; and Friday 8am-9:00am. All
horses must be measured by the ASPC/AMHR steward or present a valid measurement
dlip documenting measurement by an official ASPC/AMHR steward within 60 days or
present a permanent measurement card for miniatures 3 & older showing a measurement
in the year of 2009. Please have your registration papers available for identification.

AWARDS: In place of ribbons, all classes will get certificates through 6™ place, These certificates
can be spent at concessions, tack vendors, or off the total bill at office OR you may
exchange them for aribbon at the office. The October 2009 Show Certificates expire
on 11/01/09.

VENDORS: $90.00 per weekend show with electrical hook-up.

REFUNDS: Refunds will not be given without a veterinarian's written certificate stating why the
horseis unable to show. Thisisto be presented to the Show Manager at the show or
within 7 days of the conclusion of the show. There will be NO REFUNDS on stall fees.
Substitutions will be accepted without penalty. No refund on pre-paid shavings.

ENTRIES DUE: Entry deadline is October 20, 2009. All entry forms, copies of BOTH sides of
ASPC/AMHR registration papers of each horse, lease agreements, copy of youth and/or
Amateur cards, and a check/money order for payment of classes, stalls, RV reservations,
etc. are to be sent to the Show Manager, Dixi A. Cohea. Checks are to be made payable
to Miniature Horse Sales. Any check not honored by bank will charged an
additional $20.00 and will bereferred to parent organization for disciplinary action.
